Matt Szczur (pronounced like Caesar) is a student and athlete at Villanova University, of Villanova, Pa. The junior Wildcats Football wide receiver, who also plays baseball for Villanova, registered with the National Marrow Donor Program (NMDP) as a potential bone marrow donor in 2008.  Wildcats coach Andy Talley has been instrumental in registering his players with NMDP since 1992.  His efforts have resulted in three bone marrow matches, Szczur being the most recent match.  In September 2009, Szczur was found to be a match for a 13-month-old girl who has juvenile leukemia and needs a bone marrow transplant.  Szczur was scheduled to donate in January, then again on March 15 – both times the process was delayed.  He stands ready to donate when the next call comes. Mr. Jones was injured in an automobile accident in 1999; he remains in a wheelchair.  

Mr. Jones was named the 2006/2007 “Man of the Year” by the founding board member of the Philadelphia Chapter of the Buoniconti Fund.  He is on the board of trustees for Magee Rehabilitation Hospital, of Philadelphia, Pa.  In addition he is a financial columnist for Paraplegia News magazine.
Mr. Jones is branch manager - vice president, Investments, at Raymond James Financial, a full-service investment bank and securities firm that is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Raymond James Financial, Inc. (NYSE-RJF).
